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Remember our Co-Riders

As the days become nicer and more pleasant to get out and ride, we should take a few minutes and re-
fresh ourselves with the role of the Co-Rider. She’s more than a pretty face riding on the back of the bike.
(P11 refer to a “she” for this article). A Co-rider must obey the laws for wearing a helmet, being physically
and mentally ready for the ride and having proper riding gear. As with each pre-ride inspection, the co-
rider can assist with checking lights, tires and other items to see that the ride is safe and enjoyable. For
added comfort, foot and arm rest must be at a comfortable setting, and helmets should be configured so in-
formation can be shared thru headsets. Communication can be broken down into several key aspects. The

rider should always know when the co-rider is ready to mount or dismount the bike. Any sudden move-
ment could cause the rider and co-rider potential danger. This applies to on the road riding as well. While
negotiating curves, the co-rider should move with the bike, looking towards the exit point. When the rider
is braking, the co-rider should brace their legs and feet to prevent themselves from bumping into the rider.
By sitting upright and bracing your hands on your thighs you will help maintain a comfortable distance
from the rider’s helmet. If you are riding with a group, a co-rider can also help the rider by listening to the
ride leader and point out potential hazards in the road.

We hope your riding season begins safely and always remember to have FUN!!.
